Objectives:
The students will be able to identify the instruments in the band and they will begin to think about which instrument they would like to learn.

Standards:

Materials:
1. Instruments: Flute, Clarinet, Alto Saxophone, Trumpet, Trombone, Baritone Horn


2. Handouts for students (4th new letter.doc, inst families.doc)


3. Short excerpt of music to demonstrate each instrument

Procedure:
1. Tell students about band and lessons

2. Explain different sound qualities of all instruments


3. Perform sound-bytes on all instruments


4. Have the students ‘buzz’


5. Discuss how sound is made on brass / woodwind instruments
